Item:   Chris Berg & Jennifer Kuyava Driveway  
 
Town Board Action Requested:   
Approval of Issuance of a Major Grading Permit and Driveway permit for construction of driveway 
at 12079 127th Street South.  It is recommended that the permits be issued subject to the 
following conditions: 
 

1. The driveway shall be constructed in accordance with the plans revised on October 16, 
2019.  

2. Any comments provided by the Hastings Fire Department shall be addressed.   
3. Erosion control must be in place prior to construction and continually maintained.  

Additional erosion control measures may be necessary to eliminate sedimentation during 
construction until turf has been established.  Additional erosion control measures may be 
needed in the ravine downstream of the culverts.   

4. A copy of the MPCA NPDES Construction Stormwater Permit must be provided to the 
Township Engineer. 

5. A final inspection shall be scheduled with the Township Engineer upon completion of 
construction of the driveway.   

6. The applicant must reimburse Denmark Township all costs required to review the 
application and inspect the construction of the proposed improvements. 

7. The Town Board may require a bond or other financial guarantee to ensure compliance 
with the permit and suitable restoration. 

 
Background Information:   
A driveway permit application has 
been submitted to construct a 
driveway at 12709 127th Street South 
to provide access to a future home 
site.  Due to the constraints to the 
parcel including existing topography 
and lack of access from Hwy 10, it is 
necessary for the property owner to 
complete considerable grading in 
order to construct the driveway 
resulting in the need for a major 
grading permit in addition to a 
driveway permit.   
 
 
 
 



 
Engineering has completed a review of the submitted plans and has noted that the proposed 
driveway meets the ordinance for driveways pertaining to slopes and width.  Side line setbacks 
are also met with the proposed layout.   
 
Due to the unique nature of this driveway, the grading plans were provided to SWWD for review.  
While they don’t typically review or issue permits for individual driveways or single home 
construction, SWWD recommends that the applicant consider additional erosion control 
measures on the ravine downstream of the culverts which will be constructed as part of the 
driveway construction.  
 
The plans were also provided to the Hastings Fire Department for review.  To date they have not 
expressed any concern with the proposed driveway.
